PROCEDURES

1. Submission- To ADD a new ACORP to an existing study, the Principal Investigator must submit a “Request for Approval of Amendment to Add Animal Protocol” form for IACUC consideration and approval prior to the institution of the modification.

The form can be obtained from the South Florida Foundation for Research and Education website www.sfvafre.org.

2. Review-  ACORPS required full committee review and approval before the studies can commence.  

3. Notification- When full approval is obtained from the IACUC Chairperson or his/her designee, an administrative approval letter is sent to the investigator indicating the studies can continue under the requested modifications.
